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Principles of Adaptation 

 

Our goal with this project is to create a new gender-inclusive version of the psalter that 

stays as close as possible to traditional texts. Often psalters that use 

inclusive/expansive/gender-neutral language for God also import other theological claims. 

Our goal is to maintain as traditional and literal a version as possible, for wide liturgical 

use, while avoiding specifically or exclusively masculine imagery for God and humankind. 

 

This adaptation is based on the new translation of the Psalter in the 1979 Book of Common 

Prayer (BCP). Changes from that text, or phrases borrowed in consultation with other 

gender-neutral adaptations, are marked in the footnotes. We have tried to stay as close to 

the 1979 BCP text as possible. 

 

Along those lines, we have attempted wherever possible to keep third-person language 

about God or people in the third person, rather than converting it to second-person 

address. To accomplish this we use “they” as an ungendered singular third-person 

pronoun. 

 

In general, we use “God” wherever “he” is used for God unless the repetition is confusing in 

which case we sparingly use the pronoun “they.” The divine name of God requires special 

explanation, however. The tetragrammaton יהוה in Hebrew is conventionally translated “the 

LORD” in line with Jewish liturgical practice to not speak the name of God; “the LORD” is 

capitalized to clarify that this is a reference to the divine name. To avoid reliance on the 

term “LORD” we have written the Latin equivalent of the Hebrew consonants for the name 

of God, YHWH, wherever “the LORD” appears. In practice, you have options in reading 

these psalms out loud: you can use the name as a proper name (Yahweh), substitute a 

generic term (Lord or God), or use a Hebrew placeholder as in Jewish tradition (Adonai, 

meaning “my Lord,” or haShem, meaning “the Name”). You can also use some other term, 

like “God-who-is” to emphasize the close connections in Hebrew between the divine name 

and the word “to be” (related to God’s naming of God’s self as “I am that I am” to Moses). 

We have chosen to leave YHWH in the text to emphasize that the divine name is a personal 



name, not a generic noun. Probably the simplest substitution, if you need one for 

congregational use, will be to use “GOD” wherever the tetragrammaton appears. An 

alternate version intended for congregational use without further adaptation, which 

replaces “YHWH” with “GOD” throughout, is also available. 

 

Where “he” is used with the divine name (“the LORD”) as its antecedent, we have replaced 

“he” with “GOD,” using all capitals to convey that the antecedent is YHWH rather than a 

generic term for God. (With certain exceptions where the antecedent is not immediate or is 

unclear, or where repetition would make “GOD” unworkable.) In general, in liturgical use 

“YHWH” can be read aloud as “God” in any of these adaptations without undue 

awkwardness; where the substitution of “God” would lead to awkward phrasing (as in 

Psalm 68:18), an alternate phrasing has been included in the footnotes. 

 

We also recognize that we are writing a psalter for Christian liturgical use. Along those 

lines, we chose to maintain gendered terms where the New Testament contextualizes them 

as referring specifically to Jesus Christ: for example “You are my Son” in Psalm 2, and “[The 

LORD] said to my Lord” in Psalm 110. 

 

In any adaptation there is ambiguity. Where necessary we make decisions based on our 

own judgment and aesthetic preference. We have tried to be transparent about all the 

changes we made so you can judge for yourself.
